Pastor Goelzer reported on his Ministry Activity

Christian Growth Committee:  Tom Laich 
reported that the Faith Family Fun VBS week was a 
success and they are looking forward to next year. 

Cradle Roll reported that they will be 
starting a New Mother’s Group and will be sending 
out approximately twelve invitations to new 
mother’s in the area. 

Sunday School Superintendent, Sybille 
Rhodes is currently looking for teachers for the 
Sunday school program.  A meeting is planned for 
August 25th at 6:30 p.m. for all teachers with 
installation held in early September.  A sign was 
placed out front of the church promoting the Sunday 
school program. 

Tom reported the next Christian Growth 
Committee meeting will be held on Wednesday, 
September 15th at 7:00 pm. 
 
Outreach Committee:  Bruce Rhode reported that 
the outdoor service and annual Church Picnic held 
on August 1st was well attended; 180 at the outdoor 
service and 90 at the picnic. 
 Bruce would like to thank all those who 
helped to setup the outdoor service and picnic as 
well as to thank the Ladies Aid committee for 
putting on the food which was a big help. 
 
Lutheran School Committee: Dan Flood reported 
that a recommendation to Church Council from the  

 
August 19th meeting for 4K preschool should be 
given at the September Council Meeting. 
 Dan also reported that the school checkbook 
balance is $1,862.19 

Principal, Brian Miller reported that the 
faculty has updated much of the school curriculum 
thus bigger dispersements of monies will be coming 
up in the months ahead.   

Brian also reported that the faculty has 
completed the student home visits and Monday, 
August 23rd is the first day the 2010-11 school year; 
Pastor Goelzer will conduct the opening service.

Properties Committee:  Rick Reehl reported that 
the church ‘Spruce Up’ day held Saturday, August 
7th was fairly well attended. 
 Brian Miller asked that a reminder be given 
to all that use the commons to better clean the floors 
after use. 

It was reported by President Rick Reehl that 
the work at the parsonage quoted by Central 
Restoration, LLC was incomplete.  A motion was 
made for Rick to get additional information from 
Paul Rhode before going forward with a decision. 
 
Special Meeting:  President Rick Reehl reported 
that a special meeting was held after the August 
22nd church service. MSP to spend a total of 
$7,193.00 to replace a beam and to seal the 
parsonage garage floor. Funding to come from the 
Parish Improvement fund and the checkbook. 
 
Secretary Committee:  Dean Geisthardt reported 
that the Secretary Committee held their meeting on 
Wednesday, August 11th.  The committee was asked 
to come up with a new rental policy for the gym, 
commons and the church; a recommendation will be 
given at the September 12th council meeting. 



 Also reported was the ‘Take The Next Step’ 
program for this year’s Sunday School and Bible 
Study programs; Pastor Goelzer would like the 
Secretary Committee to address and send out 
postcards to our members as well as non-members.   

The next secretary meeting is scheduled for 
Wednesday, September 15, 2010 at 6:00 p.m.   
 
WLA :   Brian Miller reported that the WLA 
Faculty Picnic was held Thursday, August 19th.  
Also, Pastor John Boggs was installed on Sunday, 
August 8th as the Director of Mission Advancement. 
   It was also reported that there is a potential 
of 356 students attending WLA for the 2010-11 
school year. 
      
Ladies Aid: No report.

Finance Committee:  Tim Panzer reported on 
August 19, 2010 total income is $205,459.56. 
 Tim also reported that according to 2010 
Budget we are about $5,041.73 behind budget thru 
Week 33 for the year.  
 Also reported was the Student Aid Fund 
which has a current balance of $600.07. 
 Offering envelopes were also ordered and 
due to a color change a saving of $400.00 will be 
realized.   
 
TreasurerÕs Report:  Dave Tetzlaff 
 Total General Fund deposits for the year are 
$205,459.56 with expenditures of $195,704.16.   
The checkbook balance is $13,196.15.   
 The mortgage balance with the Baehler 
Trust is $43,965.72.  Our operating loan balance is 
$62,639.07. 
 General Fund balance for the year is a 
negative balance of $6,734.45. 
 MSP: To approve both financial reports. 
 
Old Business: 
 Rick Reehl reported on C.D. Smith’s work 
on the gym which has a moisture problem; it is still 
in the process of being addressed. 
 Rick also reported that the sound system 
move to the upstairs has been completed and 
offered a special thanks to Kurt Parduhn for his 
expertise on finishing the electronics portion of the 
system.  The cat. 5 cables will be finished in 
October. 
 Rick also reported that a planning committee 
was formed for Joanne Tetzlaff’s 25 years in the 

teaching ministry. Also Sunday, September 12th has 
been earmarked as Christian Education Sunday.     
 MSP: For the approval of $150.00 as a gift 
from Church Council towards the celebration. 
  
New Business: 
 Tim Panzer suggested that the Stewardship 
Program to be presented on Sunday, October 17th be 
handled by the Christian Growth committee. 

Rick Reehl asked that the budget figures for 
all committees be available for the Thursday, 
September 16th 6:30 p.m. Executive Committee 
meeting which will then be submitted at the Council 
meeting on September 23rd and brought forward to 
the Voter’s meeting on October 10, 2010.    

Tim Panzer made a motion for $185.00 to be 
paid to Kramer Publishing to create our new church 
logo.  The Secretary committee will be working to 
implement the logo once the design is finalized with 
funds from the Outreach Committee budget.  

A letter received from the recipient of the 
donation collected for the initial Member Assistance 
Fund has been received and will be placed in the 
bulletin by the Secretary Committee.
